
AUCCCD Award for Excellence in
Counseling Center Scholarship  
2010 Call for Nominations
The Association for University and College Counseling Center Directors (AUCCCD), in efforts to promote scholarly publication focused on the work of university and college counseling centers provides an award for Excellence in Counseling Center Scholarship.  AUCCCD recognizes that the advancement of campus mental health and student development and the work of campus counseling centers can best be represented by those who work in the campus counseling center setting.
Qualifications:
1. Scholarly work must have been published in 2008 or 2009.
2. Scholarly work can include theoretical work and empirical research.
3. Scholarly work must have significance to student mental health and student development.
4. Scholarly work must have direct application to the professional work of campus counseling centers.
5. Scholarly work must be relevant to current trends and issues in the work of campus counseling centers.
6. Scholarly work must include consideration of cultural issues relevant to the topic of the scholarly work.
7. One author must be the AUCCCD representative of a member institution.
Nature of the Scholarship:
For the 2010 conference, up to two awards will be given, one for a 2008 publication and one for a 2009 publication.  Award recipient(s) will be presented with a plaque honoring the scholarly achievement at a business meeting during the 2010 AUCCCD Conference.
Nomination Process:
Individuals can be nominated by submitting by May 31, 2010 a copy of the publication being nominated and a statement by nominator about the merits of the scholarly work as it specifically fits the award criteria.
Self nominations are accepted.
