Remember your subset must have 6 or more in the sample to be able to display. I am going to look at total sessions provided in Public Universities of 25,001-30,000. This is question NA363.

Each director was sent an individualized link to the Interactive Reporting features. Using your link to the survey 

To see this report unfiltered choose Numeric Report and page 23. Scroll down to NA363.

This seems to be much easier and faster than in the past. I would recommend looking at the standard reports first to get an idea of which of the standard reports you wish to see as a filtered report.  NA363 is in Numeric Reports on page 23.

The initial screen looks like the screenshot below.

After making sure the survey is set to AUCCCD Survey 2007 (in the upper right hand corner below  WESS), click on the interactive reports.

Next you will choose the report you want to run.   I am choosing to run Numeric Reports so I click on Numeric Questions.   The result is the screenshot below.

Next you will choose Filter (Upper left corner).      

Click on radio button for Filter On.

Click New and the following resulting screen occurs.

Using the middle scoll bar scroll down to D015 which is School size.   

Click check box for 25,001-30,000. The following results

Using the middle scoll bar scroll down to D017 which is School Status. The following results.

   Click on Four-year Public University   and the results is.

Next change the filter name to “Public university of 2500” and click Save & Apply. The results are:

Next change page to 23 and scroll down to NA363 and the results are.

 You can also click the blue Get Data   to the right about half way down and get   the following:

If you highlight the data you can paste it into an Excel Spreadsheet.  Just choose Paste Special and paste as text.   It looks like this if you do so.  This shows that for Public Universities of 25,001-30,000 the range is from 1313 to 11,500 sessions as the total Number of Sessions provided by centers.
