The Statement on Equity has been revised as directed at the

statement was also finally approved by the UCC (University
College Counseling Centers) Board of IACS at their ACPA
convention meeting}.

Jim Archer will send a follow-up letter supporting the recent
ACPA position statement on the CAS Standards (basically
stating that when higher standards exist they should be
followed.) He will also send a copy of the original letter
to the AUCCCD members with the joint statement from AUCCCD,
Commission VII, and TACS.

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Liaison Report from the Association of Counseling
Center Training Agents (ACCTA)
submitted by
Charleg Davidshofer, Coclaorado State University

The tenth annual ACCTA contference was held at Asilomar,
Monterey, California from September 27 to Uctober 1. The
conference included several presentations on such topics as those
listed below.b

"Therapists in training dealing with client suicides”

"DSMIII controversial categories for women and gays/lesbhians"

"Training interns to work with AIDS and related concerns”

"Cost effectiveness of counseling center internshap training”

"APA accreditation: Process and procedures”

This list ot presentatiaons indicates some otf the i1ssues ot
current interest among ACCTA members.

Several major 1ssues 1nvolving training receaived much debate
and deliberation. One topic that produced the most i1ntense
discussion concerned the outcomes ot the National Conterence on
Interanehip Training in Psychology held in Gainegville, Florada
February 28 through March 4, 1987. Specitically, four major
shifts ot emphasis from past APIC policy were noted. These

include: (a) designating the internship as a two year process

wlith one year being predoctoral and one year being postdoctoral,

(b) calling for all internship training to be solely hy AFPA-

accredited internship programs, (c) establishing guidelaines ztor

tfunding interns commensurate with experience thereby ellmlnatinq
unfunded internships, and (d) advocating that interns complete
all doctoral research requirements including the dissertatian
prior to beginning the internship although stopping short ot

mandating this as a hard and fast reguirement.
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There was general confusion among couneeling center training
directors about the APIC early notification of internship plan.
Wwhen it was initially vated on, it paseed by only a few votes.
Many counseling centers believed that the plan was to be im-
plemented next year, but apparently APIC decided to implement it
immediately. The training directors decided to undertake thear
own asgesement of the usefullness of the early notificatian
system by surveying coungeling center internship programs at the
end oY this year.

Another APIC issue that was discussed involved the recent
dramatic increase in the number of counsgeling centers rejected
trom admisgeion into APIC. Every center but one this past spraing
vas denied admission into APIC because of a lack of adequate
asgessment training especially in neuropsychology. Ken Waldman,
Sally Grenard-Moore, and Paul Bradbury were selected to meet with
the admissions committee to educate them about counseling cen-
ters, client populations served, etc. In addition, ACCTA plans
to pregent a position paper at the December 1 meeting of APIC.
There was a general eentiment among ACCTA members that if counsel-
ing centers do not get more favor-able treatment by APIC, many
centerse may eventually leave that organization.

A second major training issue debated at the ACCTA
Conterence dealt with the recently praposed criteria tor
accreditation as recommended by a task force of APA’s Education
and Training Board. ACCTA members believe that counseling
centers pravide a generic internship experience rather than

training exclusively in a specialty area such as counseling
